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		 “Some are born great; some achieve greatness; some have greatness thrust upon them.” (Act 5) This means that some people are born in important roles such as being a king or leader of a country. Other people work hard to be accomplishing their greatness. Then, in times of crisis, a person finds ability to do great things because it is needs. In 12th Night, Duke Orsino is born to greatness just as the princess is born to greatness. After reading 12th Night and viewed The Triumph of Love, a person realizes that William Shakespeare influence plays and movies with little contrast and several differences. 
	The first thing that is similar is the characters. There are three characters that can be considered the same. In the 12th Night, the character, Viola is similar to the princess in the Triumph of Love. The reason donning the disguise is different.
